The Pool is Open

The pool is now open and getting lots of use!  We hope everyone enjoys using the pool safely this summer. Thanks to those who volunteered to help get the pool area ready to open.  Thanks also to those who volunteered to take a week of “pool duty” this summer to keep this area clean and neat.  Check the calendar at the pool to sign up for a week if you haven’t already done so.

A copy of the pool rules is attached to this newsletter.  Please take time to review the rules with your family.  Remember that failure to follow the pool rules can result in loss of pool privileges and deactivation of your pool card.  A few of the most important pool rules are as follows:

1.
Children 14 and under must be accompanied by an adult (a person 18 years of age or older).

2.
Guests are limited to four unless you have written permission from the SHA board.

3.
Radios are permitted only if headphones are used.

4.
Do not open the gate from within to accommodate someone without an access card.

5.
Offensive language is prohibited at all times in the pool area.

We are all looking forward to a great summer enjoying our pool!  Please be courteous of others when using the facilities so everyone can enjoy them.  Thanks!
Annual Meeting and Election of Board Members
The Annual Meeting for this year will be held on the third Thursday of August at 7:00 pm.  Please plan to attend this year as there are several very important issues to be discussed.

1.
After serving for 3 years as our President, Mark Lawrence has announced he will not be running for re-election as president.  Thank you Mark for your outstanding service to this community!  He is willing to continue to serve on the board if re-elected, to facilitate the transfer to a new president. 

 Our community will need volunteers to serve on the board as members at large as well as officers.  Some of our board members will be running for re-election but we will need new members to fill vacancies.  All positions are open for election. All inquiries are welcome from homeowners in good standing.  Please consider donating your time to help manage our neighborhood.

A proposal will be presented to consider changing the payment schedule for dues to an annual payment of $200 due January 1, or two installments of $115 each due on January 1 and July 1.

A proposal will be presented to change the fiscal year and term year to the calendar year.  Board members would serve from Jan. 1 to Dec. 31 beginning in 2013.
4.
A proposal will be presented to change the annual meeting to the first Thursday in October beginning in 2012.

Stillwater Q & A

What is the best way to keep the gas lamps lit?   For suggestions on how to keep your lamp lit in windy conditions contact Mark Lawrence at chattfastpitch@comcast.net or 238-4722,  or Frank Jacks at 238-8579.  They may be able to show you a few “tricks” to protect the flame.  
2.
Would it be possible to get a baby changing station at the pool?  Information is being gathered to check cost and suitability for a baby changing station for the women’s restroom at the pool.  The board will need to determine if the expected use will justify the expense.  If you have an opinion on this subject please contact the board or Diane Johnstone. 

3.
What should we do if we observe pool rule violations while using the pool?  If there is an issue involving safety, vandalism, or excessive noise, call the police at 622-0022 or in an emergency call 911.  You may choose to speak directly to the adults who are supervising the children or causing the problem.  Or, send a detailed email to a board member describing the problem and if possible the names/addresses of the people who are breaking the pool rules.  For their own safety, all children 14 and under should only remain at the pool if an adult (18 or over) is with them.  Report any problems, disturbances, or issues to any SHA Board Member by phone, email or in writing.  Their contact information is available in the 2010 directory issued to all our residents.
4.
Why did the pool not open until May 21 even though the weather was warm earlier?  It takes several weeks to get the pool ready for use.  Pool chemicals must be added and the pool water prepared for safe use.  The restrooms and furniture must be cleaned and any repairs made that are required.  A target date is selected (usually the week before Memorial Day) and it is not feasible to change that date simply based on weather.  The closing date is also predetermined.  Thanks again to Kelly Davidson and all the volunteers who spend hours getting the pool ready for use each spring!  
5.
Can I store my boat, RV, or travel trailer at my house?  Check the covenants under #16.  Boats, RV’s, and travel trailers must not be visible from the street or other lots, and may not be parked on the street.  However, it is understood that occasionally you may park them in your driveway for no more than 2-3 days to prepare them for a trip.

6.
How do I get approval to add an improvement to my house?  Sections 6-21 of the Protective Covenants address this issue.  You will need to seek approval from the Design Review Board (Tim West 313-4688, info@teamtimwest.com, Susie Davidson 238-7248, susiedavidson@comcast.net, or Mark Lawrence chattfastpitch@comcast.net).  Submit plans for a fence, storage building, deck, etc. prior to initiating the work so that your project can proceed without any difficulties.  The Association does have the authority to enforce the covenants even if the project is already in place.  The DRB ensures that all properties within the development are protected from projects which might negatively affect property value or create a detrimental appearance.
Dues Schedule

Please remember that all dues payments must be current in order to have a pool card.
3rd quarter payment of $50 will be due on 07/01/11.  After 07/10/11 an administration fee will be added.

4th quarter payment of $50 will be due on 10/01/11.  After 10/10/11 an administration fee will be added.

You will not receive a bill in the mail – each homeowner is responsible for sending the payment at the appropriate time.
