Minutes for the annual meeting (and all board meetings) are available on the web site.  A summary of last year’s accomplishments is listed below.
1. 
Gas lamps were fitted with new mantleless lamps to reduce the maintenance needed by each homeowner to keep the lamps lit.
2.
The project to level all sidewalks was initiated and 6 areas are already completed.  This project will continue during the upcoming year.
3.
New entrance signs were purchased, following the vandalism of the old sign.

4.
A street light has been placed at the main entrance.

5.
A new safety pool cover was purchased to replace the old stretched and torn cover, new pool chairs were purchased to replace worn/broken chairs, and a new pool pump was purchased when the old (original) pump quit working.  The pump was replaced with no down time for people using the pool, so most people probably never noticed it quit!  The board continues to fund the reserves for future pool repairs.

A doggie bag station was placed near the pool to be used by people walking their dogs.

Efforts by the board to address past due accounts have resulted in a reduction of the total outstanding balance due by over 60%.

A fall festival was held in October 2009.

A new Community Directory was distributed, as well as quarterly newsletters.
